The Whitekirk Community Company are pleased to
confirm that we have been awarded a £38,500 grant
from The Scottish Land Fund towards the purchase
of the village hall, as announced in November last
year. This is a tremendous opportunity to secure
the hall for the community in perpetuity. This
funding, however, leaves us approximately
£20,000 short of the asking price of £60,000. We
will continue our discussions with the owners,
the Church of Scotland, but as things stand at
present, we must make up the shortfall. We did
have plans for fundraising over the last months,
but due to the current situation with Coronavirus
we have been unable to carry out our normal

fundraising activities.

We are still aiming to find the additional funds
